2. a)  Adoption of the revised Code of Conduct (ref. Statutory Instrument No. 1159 

2007) including para 12.2: 

“Where you have a prejudicial interest in any business of your authority, you 
may attend a meeting (including a meeting of the overview and scrutiny 
committee of your authority or of a sub-committee of such a committee) but 
only for the purpose of making representations, answering questions or giving 
evidence relating to the business, provided that the public are also allowed to 
attend the meeting for the same purpose, whether under a statutory right or 
otherwise.”

5.  Matters Arising from the Minutes of 28th June 2007, if not on this Agenda. 

a) Recreation Field: balloon flight vouchers (Matters Arising, page 475, 28th 

June).  Cllr. Boddy asked if the letter regarding balloon flight vouchers had 

been sent to Mr. Fenton; the chairman informed the meeting a draft letter had 

been written and awaited the council’s approval before despatch. The draft 

letter was read to the meeting. 

Resolved 
To send the letter, requesting the vouchers be sent to the Parish Council by 

September, so that they may be used to raise money for a village 

organisation. 

 

b) Traffic issues including parishioner’s presentation of 28.6.07: council’s 

response, and actions to be taken. 

Mr Burns, a parishioner, spoke at length on this item, giving his experiences 

of local traffic conditions and urging the parish council to take ‘more action’. 

After a lengthy debate, it was 

Resolved 
• To request a further traffic census from NYCC, giving details of vehicle 

numbers and speeds; the results of which should be made available to the 

parish council before the September meeting. 

• To invite Ken Martin of NYCC Highways to the Parish Council’s 

September meeting to discuss the Parish Council’s experience and 

concerns regarding local traffic conditions. 

• To request the police conduct a ‘blitz’ on speeding traffic using speed 

guns 

• To write to local hauliers requesting driver observe the speed limits within 

the village, and to avoid mounting pavements, not permitted under 

Highway Code rules. 

 

c) Riverside Land 

i) Parking; parishioner’s letter, council’s response 

The Chairman read the parishioner’s letter to the meeting (see appendix 1 

for transcript). 

Resolved 
To send a copy of the 31

st
 May letter to Mrs Edmondson, noting her 

comments regarding parking, and informing her that action is being taken 

regarding her complaint about debris left after the most recent tree 

maintenance work.  

ii) Licence to cross over the Riverside Land 

Cllr Mason informed the meeting that Cllr. Jones has discussed the 

solicitor’s second draft licence together with the accompanying letter, 

dated 16
th
 July with Mrs Power. 

Resolved 
Cllr Jones to liaise with Mrs Power concerning obtaining agreement based 

on the second draft licence, and further to liaise with the Clerk after 

agreement obtained. 

 

d) Maintenance: Village Green and Very Old and Separate Churchyard 
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The Clerk circulated photographs of both the Village Green seating area and 

the Very Old and Separate Churchyard, showing saplings and unwanted plant 

growth. 

Resolved 
The Clerk purchase appropriate chemicals to kill saplings etc.; councillors to 

arrange date to do necessary work. 

 

A parishioner’s request to lock the Chapel Lane gate to the Very Old and 

Separate Churchyard for the purpose of safety was put to the meeting by Cllr. 

Salrein.  The councillors voted 3 to 2 against the proposal, citing its wish to 

allow parishioners freedom of movement to enjoy the Churchyard 

 

It was further noted the Lych Gate is now unlocked, following writing to the 

owners of Harris Garth requesting removal of the padlock placed on the gate 

during April. 

 

Clerk undertook to contact contractor regarding the date of the next grass cut 

in the VOSCY, as the grass is very long, and needs cutting before work can 

be done to remove unwanted saplings, etc. 

 

6.  Police matters

Thank you for your letter of 26
th
 June 2007.  I’m afraid we did not receive the one 

dated 31st may so we don’t know what you have withdrawn. 

 

My main response to this letter is a query as to where the references to the ‘grassed 

area’ of the Riverside Land has come from. 

 

The first paragraph of the By Laws enclosed states the piece of land with the ponds, 

paths and roads thereon and yet you have highlighted every bit except the roadway. 

 

May we remind the council that when we purchased the barn to convert to 1 Greta 

Heath, the whole of the land to the south of our property was grassland with a track 

down the middle to the water treatment works.  It has only become ‘non-grassland’ 

due to parking and driving. 

 

Allowing vehicles to park on this waste land, still to us means you are allowing the 

By Laws to be broken. 

 

If we do not use the land to the front of our property for parking does this then mean 

that other vehicles are allowed to park thereon? 

 

I shall be pleased to receive your comments on this matter.

Report from Burton Regeneration Group, 17th July 2007  
 

 

 

Re RECREATION BUILD PROJECT 

 
There is not a great deal to report to the Parish Council this month although things 
continue to progress. Just before Chris Alston went on holiday the architect presented 
us with his report and a first draft design drawing. 
 
It looks as though we need to be thinking in the region of £310,000 for a basic 
structure that would meet sporting – particularly football – requirements. 
 
We are now working on our AGM / village meeting which we want to arrange for the 
end of September (date to be finalised) which will allow us to present the project so far 
and to gauge the enthusiasm for it. 
 
This is probably an appropriate time to put a formal request to the Parish Council 
asking if it is possible for BRG to have the first “instalment” of the £5000 pledged for 
use on the project (I believe this to be £1666). The bulk of this will be used to pay the 
architects fee for the feasibility study which is £1250. We do have an invoice should 
you require a copy. 
 
Finally, BRG would like to thank the Parish Council for its generous donation of the 
balloon flight vouchers used as a major prize in our “Grand Draw” which generated 
income of £425!!
