Present: Cllrs. Burns, Handley (Chairman), and Hird.

1. Declarations of interest (if any) re this meeting; signing of Declarations Book; changes to be updated on Register of Members’ Interests

There were no declarations of interest.

2. Appointment of Chairman for the Meeting
Resolved Cllr. Handley appointed Chairman of the meeting.

3. 2011-2012 Budget : discussion and recommendations to full council, 
The Clerk circulated information including tender documents prior to the meeting to assist discussions.

Normal expenditure items were discussed first, followed by further items for consideration.  
Resolved

To recommend a budget for usual expenditure items based on to-date expenditure where available, tenders for maintenance work, or previous annual expenditure. Amounts carried forward to 2011-12 are based on expenditure to 17th November 2010 (see Appendix 1). 

Specific items include:
· Recreation Field: 
a) essential safety mats to be financed from the sum carried forward (£1,607), plus £750 in the 2011-12 budget

b) road-side wall either side of the main gate deterioration,  particularly behind the children’s play area. A sum of £200 in the budget to be set aside with the carried forward sum of £215 for future wall repairs.

c) rubbish collection: in recognition of voluntary work by P Kitching, making bin ready for collection during previous two years, a payment of £50 to be made during the current financial year, and  £50 in 2011-12 budget

d) summer grass cutting  of football field area to be financed from carried forward sum of £150

e) firework event has ceased. £100 to be carried forward for Recreation Field items.

· Administration
a) Contingency Fund to be replenished with £600 to bring total to £2,000

b) To increase print to £350, as number of councillors likely to be 7 during 2011-12 (£35 per councillor annual print allowance, plus photocopying costs)

Total budget for usual expenditure items: £9,735 
The following additional items were suggested for inclusion in the 2011-12 

budget:

· Donations £200: two requests for donations were received prior to the meeting. Donations of £100 each to be offered to Richard Thornton C of E School and Burton in Lonsdale Bowling Club. (LGA s137)

· 1 metal waste bin (Victorian style) for Village Green: £350

Following installation of new benches during 2010 by the parish council and flower tubs in 2009 by the Gardening Club, it is considered appropriate to complete the seating area improvements with a new waste bin, to replace the existing wire basket and purple plastic liner
· Tractor Tyre swing replacement £500: The annual play area safety inspection reported the (Playdale?) swing no longer meets current safety standards; A Playdale representative visited the site, recommending replacement with a larger wooden frame (similar to the other swings’ frames) with a ‘basket’ accessible to all ages/abilities. An initial verbal estimate of cost is about £2,500, plus about £400 for safety matting (excluding VAT).  It is suggested £500 be set aside (LGA 1976 (misc provisions)) to go toward these costs (see below for further explanation)
· Street Light Replacement Scheme £2,000 each year for next 10 years. An estimate for £13,500 to replace 9 street lights on the High Street has been received from NYCC. To finance the expected expenditure, a loan of £13,500 to be borrowed from the Public Works Loan Board. Example: rates on 23rd November 2010 at 4pm for Equal Instalment Payments (EIPs) are:

· Street Light Renewals: £500 each year until further notice
The committee recommends a sum of £500 be set aside each year in addition to the above loan repayment sum to be used for other street light replacements as and when they arise.

· Tractor tyre swing replacement: further discussion.  It is noted the Burton Regeneration Group is likely to use its funds to purchase new equipment for the children’s play area.  The parish council holds £3,334 for the BRG (Minute 25.11.2004 item 7c: “The parish council will set aside over a period of time (up to three years) £5,000 for the Burton Regeneration Group towards a suitable project to provide recreation facilities”) A payment of £1,666 was made in respect of an architect’s outline proposal for a new building, now in abeyance, leaving £3334 available. This committee recommends discussions with BRG representatives regarding both new and replacement equipment, with a view to using the £3,334 for the tractor tyre swing replacement.
There were no discussions regarding valuation of specific items for insurance purposes, nor the Recreation Field hire rates; these to be discussed in full council.
The above additional items would take the 2011-12 budget to £13,285

4. 2001-2012 Annual Precept : recommendation to full council of amount to be requested from Craven District Council
The committee recommends a 2011-12 precept of £13,300, £1,800 above that of 2010-11 (£11,500). This equates to an annual increase for a Band D property of £7.24 (based on calculations supplied by Craven District Council).
5. Date, time and venue of next monthly Parish Council Meeting
