Burton-in-Lonsdale Parish Council Meeting
Thursday 24th February 2011, at 7.30pm in the Village Hall

Present: Cllrs. Biles, Burns, (Chairman), Handley, Hird, Mason, Salrein and Sedgwick; District Cllrs. Barrington and Brockbank; Harriet Steventon, CDC Community Engagement Officer
In attendance: The Clerk.

1. Declarations of interest (if any) re this meeting; signing of Declarations Book; changes to be updated on Register of Members’ Interests
Cllr. Burns (re Bowling Club) and Cllr Mason (re Riverside Land).
2. Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting of 27th January 2011

Resolved

The Minutes for the meeting of 27th January 2011 were accepted as a fair record.

The Chairman signed and dated the Minutes. Copies of the Minutes were made available for the Village Hall Notice Board.

3. Public Questions or Statements: There were no statements or questions.
4. Matters Arising from the Minutes of 27th January 2011, if not on this Agenda
Street Lighting Renewal: Clerk reported a preliminary inspection has been made. A further inspection is required to consider treatment of overhead lines between Mt Wellington and the School. Unfortunately the workload prevents such an inspection before May or June this year.

Resolved
To respond to NYCC, reminding the inspection should include the rest of the village’s lighting, and indicating that councillors would like to attend the inspection.
The Chairman proposed the next item be the North Craven Community Action Fund.
11. 
b) North Craven Community Action Fund (NCCAF): funding for local organisations
Harriet Steventon, CDC’s Community Engagement Officer, informed the meeting CDC is looking for applications by 1st March to the NCCAF, supported by the Workers Education Association and CDC.  Funding for young peoples’ projects is also being promoted, along the lines of the recent successful television programme “Dragons Den”.  Projects would be voted on by North Craven residents, either electronically, on-line, or using a voting paper and submitting by Saturday 5th March at Bentham Town Hall.  The results will be announced on 5th March.
A discussion followed, in which it was

Resolved

To submit a funding application for £500 to cover the cost of materials for two toilet cubicles, with hand basins, on the Recreation Field; labour costs to be met through voluntary hours provided locally. Clerk to make application.
Harriet Steventon also enquired about broadband speeds in the area; the Clerk indicated speeds are slow.  There may be funding help available to bring fibre optic broadband to the village, using the Village Hall as a hub; Clerk to forward Village Hall Chairman’s details.

5. Police matters including parking
In PC McClurg’s absence, the Clerk reported police shift changes begin on 21st March, which should not affect Burton.  The new police station at Settle still going ahead this year and Ingleton station will remain open for the time being.  However, PC McClurg will be transferring to Skipton Police Station as of 1st May for a six month period.  Warning notices re parking have been issued; however, the white van parking on the bend at Town End/West View, continues to park there.
6. Finance Matters

a) Bank balances, including receipts as at 19th February 2011
The Clerk presented the bank balances as at 19th January 2011. The statement includes a schedule of commitments and payments. (Appendix 1).

Resolved

c) North Craven Community Action Fund: application for max £500 funding

7. Reports

County Councillor: no report

District Councillors:

Cllr. Barrington reported the recent planning application re work on the Coach House at the Old Vicarage will be approved; 28th February will be the final public meeting in Bentham Town hall, at 6pm, re the CDC 2011-12 budget.  A new dial-a-ride bus service begins on 1st March: the Little Red Bus to meet the 2.15pm Lancaster bus at Wennington Green at 2.52pm, taking passengers on to Low Bentham, Burton and High Bentham before continuing the afternoon school run.  This will provide a useful afternoon service from Lancaster which previously had a gap between 12.15 and 5.15 where there was no service to Burton.  The service will accept bus passes. Dial-a-ride number 015242 62753 can be telephoned whilst on the way to Wennington.
Cllr. Brockbank reported on developments re the proposed library closures. A public meeting at Bentham decided an application for partnership working with NYCC would not be made, but the Action Group would continue discussions with NYCC. Cllr. Barrington and Brockbank proposed a motion to retain all library services; CDC is supporting the equal treatment of all services, responding to the argument that the nearest main service would be Settle, if the NYCC proposals go ahead; volunteers can be used to fill gaps in service.  An NYCC questionnaire about libraries must be completed by 28th February.
Parish Councillors:
Cllr. Hird reported a tree on Bentham Common Lands Charity land requires attention; this is to be reported to BCLC.
Cllr. Sedgewick enquired if there will be a village celebration for the forthcoming Royal Wedding on 29th April.  

Resolved

It was agreed to leave the matter for individuals to arrange, if they so wished.

Cllr. Burns reported she had re-visited the Village Green wire waste bin site and recommended councillors look at a leaflet about enclosed waste bins which will be circulated shortly.

Clerk reported the recently erected replacement street light at Coronation Mount will be connected to electric supply in the next six to eight weeks.

YLCA; Woodland Trust: no reports
Village Hall Committee: Cllr Salrein reported the VH Committee is applying for funding for a new audio loop system, only three years after installation of a system, now found to be unsatisfactory. 
Joint Access and Rights of Way Committee: the Clerk passed on Mr Gibson’s report that nothing untoward is being reported regarding Burton Parish.
Bentham Common Lands Charity: Cllr Mason reported a meeting will be held on 7th March.  She also reported the recent confusion concerning trustees was regrettable, and hoped matters are now clarified, in that the members are as follows: Bernie Wills will continue as Chair, Cllr. Margaret Mason as representative for Burton, Walter Tooby as representative for Ingleton, and Kathleen Salrein as a co-opted member.  A copy of the Charity document will be forwarded to Cllr Biles (as a new councillor member) for his information.
9.05pm: District Councillors Barrington and Brockbank left the meeting.
8. Very Old and Separate Churchyard

Annual risk assessment inspection: date to be set for March.
It was agreed to fix a date outside this meeting, in conjunction with Mrs A Whitworth, who has agreed to assist with an inspection.
9. Riverside Land

Cllr. Mason reported the CDC waste collection vehicle had recently got stuck in the very soft grass verge and left deep ruts.  The vehicle was pulled out after about two hours, and the verge ‘restored’.  This incident could have had further consequences, as the village’s main sewer drain route is either under or very close to the access track, and very close to the surface.
Resolved
To ask United Utilities to enquire if it is possible to put bollards alongside the access track to prevent future encroachment on the grass verge (NB may not be practicable due to position of main sewer drain).

To ask CDC if it is possible to collect waste from bins put on Greta Heath road, rather from the access track.  Cllr. Mason to ask the residents involved if they are able to put their bins on the road.

Report and action to be taken re condition of bollards at Riverside Land entrance.
The Clerk reported some bollards are either missing or rotting, and should be replaced, to prevent vehicles encroaching on the grass.
Resolved

To wait until the old tractor tyre swing is taken down before making enquiries, as it may be possible to reuse the timber supports cut down as bollards.
10. Recreation Field

a) Play Area Maintenance: including progress report re proposed Burton Regeneration Group (BRG) Play Area renovation project.
The Clerk reported the BRG has made one funding application; it is prevented from directly applying to Awards for All as it does not own the land on which the new equipment will stand.
After some discussion it was

Resolved
The parish council to sign the Awards for All application, after sight and approval of both the refurbishment plans and funding application.

b) Bowling Club enquiry re subsidiary water supply

The Bowling Club enquires if it would be possible to create a water supply to the Bowling Green from the main supply to the Recreation Field, using a subsidiary water meter to monitor use.
After some discussion, it was

Resolved

To agree in principle to a secondary supply to the Bowling Club, with the proviso the stand pipe is located inside one of the Club’s buildings to minimise mis-use/vandalism.

c) Portacabins: IAFC termination of use of pitch and portacabins: next step(s)
Ingleton AFC has decided it can no longer run a third team (which uses Burton Recreation Field) and will no longer require to maintain the two portacabins and storage unit on the Recreation Field.  Three councillors recently made a visual inspection of the portacabins and report the portacabins are in a very poor state of repair.

Resolved

To accept IAFC’s offer to remove the portacabins and storage until in their entirety, and to begin the process of consideration of a replacement building.

Clerk to enquire about the portacabins’ removal schedule, so the council can better plan replacement toilets.
d) Burton Community Sports: power supply cupboard

It is noted the access door to the supply cupboard is damaged; Clerk to request BCSA to mend/replace as soon as possible as a matter of urgency.

e) Grass Cutting for summer 2011

It was noted that, as IAFC will no longer be using the Rec. Field, it will stop cutting the football pitch grass.

There was a lengthy debate about the merits and purpose of frequent grass cutting.

Resolved

Clerk to make further enquiries re the area to be cut, frequency, and cost, and report to the next meeting.

11. Craven District Council

a) Planning Matters

The Clerk reported there appeared to be no applications this month; and noted there were applications which were not notified to the parish council:

15/2010/10289 and 15/2010/11132 Lund Farm

15/2010/10885 and 10965 (apparently the same building) Lowfield Farm west

15/2010/10823 Longber Farm (west of village)

15/2010/10502 opposite the Barn (the late Dr McLeod’s development)

Most are discharges of conditions, normally coming under delegated matters; the non-notification appears to be a departure from normal practice of notifying the parish council.
Resolved

To monitor application notifications through the CDC planning portal website, reviewing the matter at a later date.

b) North Craven Community Action Fund: see above
c) Local Libraries proposed closures: see District Councillors’ Report
d) Safer Craven Community Partnership: traffic speed monitoring
The Clerk reported monitoring had taken place over the period of one week since the last meeting; initial findings show the mean traffic speed was within the speed limit.  Further findings will be sent to the parish council when available after the meeting at the end of this month.
12. North Yorkshire County Council

a) Burton in Lonsdale Draft Emergency Plan
Mr A Ive prepared a draft Emergency Plan for the parish. The Clerk will circulate it to all councillors for comment, after which the draft will be circulated to other residents for further comments before finalising and sending to NYCC.  Progress to be monitored.

b) NYCC Parish Charter: the charter obligations (on both the County’s side and the parish council’s side) are noted.
