5. Recreation Field Matters

Recreation Field Management: short, medium and longer term objectives and strategies, in the light of which the following items will be discussed:

The Clerk circulated prior to the meeting a short paper detailing Users, Maintenance Items and Responsibilities, Suggested Maintenance Plan Dates/Durations, and Future Project(s). As the meeting was to be short, and concerned mainly with Items 5a and 5b, it was

Resolved

To give consideration to the draft paper either at the April or May meeting.
a. Provision of two lavatories and kitchen  area, as a short and medium term strategy to provide user facilities:

i. Consideration of options: self-build or purchase portacabin; decision on which option
Mr. A. Ive passed to the Clerk, prior to the meeting, details of a second-hand portacabin, equipped with two lavatories and a kitchen area, which could be bought, delivered and installed for £2,575 (plus VAT).
Further research by two councillors confirmed this option was very good value.

Resolved

Cllr Mason proposed, seconded Cllr Biles, the portacabin be purchased, subject to specification and funding availability, and inspection.

ii. planning application for whichever option is chosen
Resolved

The Clerk make a planning application for a portacabin as soon as possible, once fuller details are known.

iii. fund raising for project

iv. future maintenance, including cleaning
A brief discussion established that all users would be expected to maintain the portacabin in a clean condition, to save cleaning costs.

Resolved

Future cleaning of the portacabin to be carried out by all users, and will be subject to inspection by parish councillors from time to time to ensure cleanliness maintained.

b. Play Area Refurbishment:

i. Consideration of Burton Regeneration Group’s proposals for Play Area refurbishment including detailed plan, list of manufacturers, product guarantees, future maintenance
M. Hodgson, representing the Burton Regeneration Group, outlined the background to the project, giving details of the new equipment proposed (basket swing, slide, roundabout and picnic tables) and manufacturer, together with purchase and maintenance costs (written details to be given to Clerk after meeting).
The councillors put further questions, the answers to which were as follows.

Awards for All funding application:

· C Alston’s name as principle contact – although C Alston now lives outside the parish, Awards for All accepts this as the principle contact.

· BRG will delete the word ‘inadequate’ when describing the car park, as this may affect a future funding application in respect of refurbishing the car park.

· The existing children’s slide may or may not be retained; this to be decided at a later date.

· The final signature on the funding application form to be clarified (either a BRG or Parish Council representative)

The Chairman thanked the BRG on behalf of all the councillors, for the work done regarding planning and fund-raising for the play area refurbishment, which is greatly appreciated.
