The meeting began at approximately 8.30pm

 Present: Cllrs. Biles, Burns, (Chairman), Handley, Mason, Salrein and Sedgwick; County Cllr Ireton, and District Cllr. L Barrington.
In attendance: The Clerk.

1. Declarations of interest (if any) re this meeting; signing of Declarations Book; changes to be updated on Register of Members’ Interests.

There were no additional declarations of interest.
2. Co-Option of new Parish Councillor
The Clerk reported having only just received notification the position can be advertised as a co-option; this item to be considered at the May meeting.
3. Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting of 24th and 31st March 2011 and Finance Committee meeting of 21st April 2011
Resolved

The Minutes for the meetings of 24th and 31st March, and 21st April 2011 were accepted as a fair record.

The Chairman signed and dated the Minutes. Copies of the Minutes were made available for the Village Hall Notice Board.

4. Public Questions or Statements: there were none.
5. Matters Arising: Minutes 24th and 31st March 2011, and 21st April 2011 if not on this Agenda
Item 8, pg 312: Village Plan. Cllr Biles reported continuing work on a draft plan, which will be forwarded to councillors for discussion at a later date.
Item 11, pg 315: Very Old and Separate Churchyard.  Cllr Mason requested the Clerk check with Craven District Council’s Democratic Services Manager the currents areas of responsibility regarding maintenance of the VOSCY, before proceeding further with work on headstones and the Lych Gate.
Item 6e, pg 312: Parish council responsibilities re risks and insurance: Cllr Mason requested the Clerk seek clarification with Craven District Council of councillors’ individual liability regarding decisions made for the parish council.
6. Police matters nothing to report.  However, Cllr Ireton reported the Settle and Ingleton police station ‘counters’ are closing, mainly due to low activity, and to save money.  If someone needs to visit the stations to present documents, etc, an appointment has to be made.  Telephone number 0845 6060247 (central switchboard).
7. Finance Matters

a) Bank balances, including receipts as at 19th April 2011

The Clerk presented bank balances as at 19th April 2011 and includes a schedule of commitments and payments (Appendix 1). The first tranche of the precept has been received; it was noted the current bank balances cover current commitments; the second precept tranche (£6,125) in October appears to give a potential overall surplus at year end 31st March 2012 of about £6,000. Caution was advised, as this is likely to change throughout the year.

e) Annual Reviews: general physical and financial risk assessments and insurance 
cover

f) Bank Mandate: addition of two councillors/deletion one councillor

Cllrs Biles and Sedgwick are added to the mandate, and former Cllr Hird taken off the mandate.
8. Data Protection Policy and Registration: adoption of policy, and annual registration
Resolved

Not to register as the level of personal information held by the council is currently very low, and registration will add unnecessarily to the Clerk’s workload, as well as costing £35 per year (current cost).
9. Reports

County and District Councillors
There were no further reports this month as a report was made at the annual parish meeting immediately preceding this meeting.

Parish Councillors
· Ireby Road entrance: Cllr Sedgwick reported further complaints about the appearance of the railway sleepers used to retain the banking at the entrance to Ireby Road. This was discussed at length. 
Resolved

Clerk to write to Yorkshire Housing, the organisation responsible for installing the sleepers, to draw to its attention the detrimental appearance of the sleepers, and requesting a more suitable solution (e.g. a small wall) be found to retaining the bottom of the slope, as originally requested.
· Riverside Land access road to Waste Water treatment Works: Cllr. Mason requested the letter to United Utilities re road repair/upkeep be sent as soon as possible.

Clerk, YLCA, Rural Action Yorkshire (RAY)
The Clerk reported a free event on 25th May at Leeds re Parish Councils and Participatory Budgeting.  Cllr Biles considered this an interesting event to attend, however is unable to, due to work commitments.

Woodland Trust: no report.
Village Hall Committee: Cllr Salrein reported an application for funding a new audio system is proceeding.
Joint Access and Rights of Way Committee

Mr D Gibson reported the committee has continued to meet 4 times and year and review footpath problems in the 4 parishes.  All items raised with him in Burton Parish have either been dealt with locally or referred to North Yorkshire County Council for action.

Bentham Common Lands Charity (BCLC)
Cllr. Mason reported the trustees met on 12th April and walked around the BCLC areas including those areas leased to the Woodland Trust.  A trustee is further investigating the ownership of the land currently leased to the Woodland Trust, as ownership is being claimed by a third party.  A report will follow.

10. Recreation Field

a) Play Area Maintenance: BRG progress report re funding applications for new equipment.
BRG made a full report at the annual parish meeting immediately prior to this meeting; the parish council will give its final decision on either retaining the current slide, or replacing the slide, once it has seen further drawings/photographs of the proposed new slide.  The advisory notes regarding future maintenance costs were forwarded to the Clerk and circulated to councillors.  Cllr Biles advised that under no circumstances a maintenance agreement be signed on the council’s behalf with the equipment supplier without prior discussion/consent.
The Chairman reported the tractor tyre swing was recently taken down, as the main links had failed; Mr G Taylor offered to take out the supporting posts at a previous meeting; this will be pursued, Cllr Sedgwick to assist if required.
b) Stream condition and clearance for Spring 2011

The Clerk inspected the stream bordering the Recreation Field on the south and western edges, reporting to councillors prior to this meeting.  The Chairman reported Mr A Burns has cleared debris from the stream not in the Woodland Trust area and strimmed grass (along about 5 metres of the bank), recommending the Parish Council makes another inspection to satisfy itself the work is sufficient until Autumn.

c) Portacabin: Planning and funding applications progress reports
Mr Ive reported to the Annual Parish Meeting visiting the Liverpool company supplying refurbished portacabins, inspecting a portacabin similar to one proposed for the Recreation Field. He considered the cost of £2575 delivered and installed (not including services) was very good value, not available elsewhere (from research on the internet for similar portacabins), and confirmed by both Cllrs Burns and Biles making similar research.  Also, it may be possible for the company to take away the existing portacabins; Mr Ive will report further after this meeting.

Cllr Biles also requested the council take note that, whilst he strongly supports the project to replace the existing portacabins with a further temporary portacabin, he has not been entirely happy with how matters have proceeded, as there seems to be inefficient use of time regarding the planning and execution of the project.

The parish council buy a refurbished portacabin from the Liverpool company, subject to obtaining planning permission, using the monies set aside for Play Area maintenance (money to be replenished in October upon receipt of precept second tranche); to obtain the supplier’s agreement and a timetable for the removal of the existing portacabins, if Ingleton AFC is unable to remove the portacabins.

A Recreation Field site visit be made on Monday 2nd May at 7pm to inspect the stream, the existing portacabins (to report to the company), and assess for clearing debris before accepting delivery of the newer portacabin.
