 Annual Meeting 
of Burton-in-Lonsdale Parish Council

Thursday 26th May 2011
at 7.30pm in the Village Hall

Present: Cllrs. Biles, Burns, (Chairman), Handley, Mason, Salrein and Sedgwick; County Cllr Ireton, District Cllr. L Barrington.
In attendance: The Clerk.

1. Welcome and apologies

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and congratulated Cllr Barington on her re-election to Crave District Council in the recent local elections.
2. Declarations of interest (if any) re this meeting; signing of Declarations Book; changes to be updated on Register of Members’ Interests 

There were none.
3. Public Questions or Statements: there were none.
4. Election of Chairman for the year 2011-12; handover of the Chair to the new Chairman, signing of Declaration of Acceptance of Office by Chairman 

Cllr Burns proposed Cllr Biles for Chairman, seconded by Cllr. Salrein. There was a short discussion in which Cllr. Burns stated her willingness to continue as Chairman for another year, if it was councillors’ wishes, however urging change may be beneficial for the council.  Cllr Biles declined to stand for Chairman at present as he felt he had not lived in the village long enough and was unable to undertake additional commitments at present. It was
Resolved

Cllr Burns be re-elected as Chairman for the year 2011-12.

5. Election of Vice Chairman for the year 2011-12; Signing of Declaration of Acceptance of Office by Vice Chairman

Cllr Handley said he would be happy to continue as Vice-Chairman, if it was agreed. Cllr Mason suggested it would be useful for a succession path to be created in this instance, with a view to the future Chairmanship and proposed Cllr Biles, seconded Cllr. Handley, for the Vice-Chairmanship.
Resolved

Cllr Biles be elected as Vice Chairman for the year 2011-12.

6. Recreation Field Committee – appointment of 3 members

Cllrs Burns and Mason indicated they would be happy to continue as committee members; it was proposed and seconded that Cllr Sedgwick be appointed to the committee.

Cllr Sedgwick be appointed to the Recreation Committee for the year 2011-12.

7. Financial Report

a) Accounts for year ended 31st March 2011: internal audit & report.
The Clerk reported a satisfactory internal audit; adjustments to the year end outstanding cheque list were made; a copy of the minor adjustments was circulated prior to this meeting (the year end balance of £17,471.93 saw no change).

The internal auditor made the following comment regarding fidelity insurance:

“In reviewing the council’s insurance I noted that the fidelity insurance is limited to £2K. We would recommend that this cover should be a minimum of half the precept plus the sum of the year end balances, which is approximately £23K. In view of this, the council, I feel, should consider whether the fidelity cover is adequate.”

To approve the final accounts as presented at the May annual parish council meeting, with minor adjustments (see appendix 1), and to authorise Cllr Burns, as Chairman, and S Gregory as Clerk and Responsible Financial Officer to sign the Statutory Annual Return, to be sent to the external auditor before 30th June 2011.

b) Appointment of independent internal auditor for year 1st April 2011 to 31st March 2012.

To appoint Yorkshire Internal Audit Services as internal auditor for the year to 31st March 2012.

c) Financial risk assessment: review, including fidelity insurance
The internal auditor recommended raising the value insured to £23,000.
