2. Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting of 23rd June 2011

Resolved

The Minutes for the meeting of 23rd June 2011 be accepted as a fair record.

The Chairman signed and dated the Minutes. Copies of the Minutes were made available for the Village Hall Notice Board.

3. Public Questions or Statements: there were none.
4. Matters Arising from the Minutes of 23rd June 2011, if not on Agenda. None.
5. Police matters: none to report
6. Broadband provision in Burton: community wireless network LN Communications question and answer session
Phil Beadnall (LN Communications, which installs community broadband networks in the Craven District) presented information about establishing a superfast community broadband network.  NYNet (a wholly owned North Yorkshire County Council company) develops infrastructure for public services and has funding of £750,000 to establish broadband networks for 15 communities, as a part of Broadband UK. To establish a community broadband network in an area a fibre optic cable and wireless network is required, similar to that already operating in Horton in Ribblesdale. Council; community support (between 50 and 100 to make a scheme viable and cost effective) is also needed. A fibre optic cable already exists at Ingleton Middle School; however, the school is due to close in 2012, and it is not yet clear what will happen to the installation. LN Communications has access to RDPE (rural development – formerly Yorkshire Forward, now part of DEFRA).  Costs: initial £50 connection charge, and £12.99 / month rental (minimum). A recent survey (run by K Dodson) completed by 36 residents showed two thirds use BT, of which about one half were offered connection speeds of more than 2Mb/second, of which only one quarter achieve the speed.  Three quarters are very dissatisfied with the service. Often there are more people than have completed a survey who have an opinion about broadband speeds; more information like the survey is required: the NYNet website has a community pack, and the item will be in the next issue of The Burtonian.
Everyone was thanked for their time and effort regarding this project thus far.

a) Grass cutting: (Village Green, Riverside Land, VOSCY, Rec. Field Play Area): contract for remainder 2011 season
Following the contractor’s giving notice to terminate his contract and handing over the remainder to the sub-contractor, it was

Resolved

Continue the sub-contractor’s grass cutting work until the end of the season.
b) Grass cutting: Rec. Field – arrangement for remainder of season
The Chairman informed the meeting it has been agreed the Recreation Field grass cutting will be done on a fortnightly basis (to coincide with the contractor cutting the grass at Richard Thornton’s School).  This will be five cuts until the end of September; total cost: £200 (plus VAT). Thereafter the grass condition to be reviewed through the autumn.

9.00pm: Cllr Barrington left the meeting.

c) Street Lighting condition report and recommendations; action plan to be discussed and decided
A schedule of example repair prices was circulated to councillors; it was

Resolved

· To make repairs and replacements for the entire village, at an estimated cost of approximately £27,000, borrowing the sum from the Public Works Board, payable over 10 years.

Vote: 4 for, 1 abstain. Carried.

· To obtain prices for: a) the whole village as one scheme; b) three schemes, dealing with the work in three parts; c) prices for heritage style lamps.

· Letter is sent to house owner where wall-mounted street light is wired in an unsafe manner, advising of forthcoming work to make safe.

· Letters to be sent to householders who have street lights mounted on their house walls, advising of forthcoming work, dates to be confirmed later.

· Begin enquiries re borrowing from PWLB.

d) Very Old and Separate Churchyard: areas of responsibility: confirmation  from PCC

Clerk reported enquiries are on-going. Thus far the informal advice is that the Parish Council appears to have assumed responsibility for a Grade II* listed structure (re the Lychgate and walls); work to cut down trees, on walls, the Lychgate or graves requires a diocesan faculty (about which the PCC has to be informed); the existence of a right of way (across the now Harris Garth garden to the VOSCY) remains to be investigated. The items for which the Parish Council believes it is responsible appear to be at odds with the above; further investigations will be made.
Recreation Field Committee

e) Play Area Maintenance: annual safety inspection report; further action
The annual safety inspection of 21st June 2011 rated all items except the slide as low risk; the report suggested a means of rectifying the gap between the slide surface and the side. Other points included monitoring of the top wooden bar of the junior swings under load, and the timber climber ladder steps.

Since the last meeting, the Clerk has learnt the play equipment supplier HAG will be giving a cost for removing the slide; this will be end September, early October.

In view of regular removal of warning tape on slide, tape to be replaced on a regular basis until slide is removed.
