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Minutes
Burton-in-Lonsdale Parish Council Recreation Field Committee

Wednesday 17th August 2011, 6.30pm, the Cabin, Recreation Field
Present: Cllrs. Burns, (Chairman), Mason, and Sedgwick.
In attendance: The Clerk.

2. Public Questions or Statements: None.
3. Maintenance

a) Play Area:  

i) On-going maintenance following annual inspection

Cllr Sedgwick reported replacement horizontal logs for climbing frame have been purchased and will be installed in due course.
One chain on the low level walk has been shortened; second chain to be shortened in near future.

The slide is taped off regularly(due to repeated removal by unknown persons) to discourage use until replaced (see minute below).

ii)   BRG scheme to replace and add to current play equipment

An informal site meeting attended by Cllrs. Burns, Mason and Chapman and a BRG representative confirmed the exact type and placement of new equipment; the out of use slide will be included in the replacements, due in late September 2011. 
b) Football Pitch
i)    Marking of pitch
Resolved

A donation toward material costs be made by the parish council; to ask user teams each to mark the pitch annually.
ii)   Grass cutting: cutting until end September

Clerk confirmed grass is cut on a fortnightly basis until end September; thereafter it may need one or two more cuts before the end of the growing season, also at £40 per cut.
Resolved
To review grass maintenance end September 2011 re remainder of season.

iii)  Goal posts and nets, corner flags
Resolved

Teams to supply own nets, corner flags.

c) Cabin
i)  Roof repair: quotes

The Clerk reported difficulty contacting contractors for various reasons.

Resolved
Clerk to continue trying to contact contractors, to get the necessary work to make the cabin water-tight before the winter season.

ii)   Schedule of additional works to finish cabin for public use

· Painting exterior (planning permission condition) – about £60 - £80 paint
Resolved

To select and submit exterior paint colour to Craven District Council for approval; to pay £47.50 to discharge the planning permission condition.

· Water pipe insulation
Resolved

To consult G Foy regarding system drainage for winter season; advice to be considered alongside buying pipe insulation for internal pipe work.

· Box to cover outside water stopcock; re-build entrance steps into cabin; block ends to base under cabin. 

Resolved

To ask roof contractor to include the two jobs with the roof work.

NB: no price agreed for roof, stopcock cupboard or steps.

· Clean kitchen/entrance floor
Resolved

Cllr Burns and S Gregory to clean floor at earliest opportunity.

· Replace one loo (cracked)

Resolved

To replace the lavatory base as soon as possible, at cost of materials (approx £40)
· Small powder fire extinguisher
Resolved

Buy small fire extinguisher (powder) for approximately £25

iii)  Risk assessment; safety inspection
Clerk reported the Fire Service gave verbal advice re safety (small fire extinguisher) and risk assessment (e.g. very hot water), following up with a letter to confirm advice given. Council is advised to give a copy to each group/user, and a copy for the entrance ‘foyer’ (and minuted, to cover public liability duties).

iv)  Utilities management September 2011-April 2012
Currently utilities are shut off when the cabin is not in use.  If used during the winter, extra care will be taken (i.e. checking after use) that water, in particular, is turned off, to avoid cold weather damage.

Resolved

One person should check after each booking (person unspecified).

d) Stream: autumn clearance

Clerk reported the stream will need clearing after autumn leaf fall (previously done on a regular basis by IAFC); to help general pitch drainage.

No action resolved

e) Car park area: debris and weed clearance, grass cutting
The following options were discussed:
· refurbishing the car park area with stone chippings on top of a weed suppressing membrane; 

· additional bollards to prevent unauthorised cars being driven on to the field; 

· spraying weeds around edge of car parking area.

Resolved 

Cllr. Sedgwick agreed to do weed spraying in the near future.

f) Paved path to/from main gate/bowling green/all-weather pitch

Some of paving broken prior to and after new cabin delivery need replacement. Cost of materials to be kept as low as possible (e.g. ‘free’ paving to collector newspaper ads).
Resolved

Clerk to contact Burton Community Sports to agree joint action.

g) Trees near play area and cabin 
Annual play area inspection discussed proximity of overhanging branches to swings; these and the lower branches of the trees behind the cabin need cutting back (no permission required as Rec. Field outside Conservation Area). Likely cost - £200-£300 if same contractor as Riverside Land work.
Resolved

To ask contractor’s advice and cost estimate.

4. Finance

a) Cabin set-up and future costs; charges for use of field/cabin

A schedule of costs to date for cabin purchase and set-up was circulated prior to the meeting, together with previous years’ utilities costs.
Resolved

To monitor utility costs for the next 12 months and review user contributions after September 2012.
b) Future income sources
Some ideas were discussed, but no decisions made as to which ones to pursue further.

· Regular Caravan Weekends 
· Re-enactment weekends 
· Pony weekends (not viable, as contrary to ‘No Animals’ on field policy)
· Solar pv panels for generating electricity
· Trade fairs e.g. pottery, books

· Car boot sales
