2. Finance Matters

 Payments of budgeted and non budgeted items arising since 27th October 2011 

The Clerk reported since the last meeting that the portacabin supplier was unwilling to wait until the end of December for final payment and pointing out the portacabin roof is under guarantee until twelve months after the initial supply.

3. Maintenance Items

a) Street signage: discussion re refurbishment
The Clerk circulated prior to the meeting a three-part report concerning street name plates, road signs and milestones, and bus stops.
Bus Stops Survey: the bus stops and signs overall are in poor condition. It was

Highways signs, excluding older ‘heritage’ signs: it was

Clerk to write to NYCC stating council’s wish to restore the signs sympathetically, enquiring the legal position of both NYCC and the parish council. The enquiry also to include re-instatement of the old reflecting village name signs, removed when the village entrances were upgraded several years ago.
Councillors will inspect the village name signs, currently being stored by the Clerk, to ascertain viability of restoration.

4.  Recreation Field

a) Play Area Maintenance: BRG project official opening
Further to the last meeting’s report, Cllr. Burns reported a plaque, identifying the main funding partners of the project have been put on the slide and a separate sign by the main gate. It was noted with disappointment, in view of the effort put into the project by the Burton Regeneration Group, its own name was not included.

All councillors are invited to the official opening on 5th November.

b) Winter preparations re water supply for portacabin
The water will be turned off for the winter immediately after the 5th November play area opening.

Various options to keep the portacabin ice-free over the winter period were discussed; it was concluded the current draining down of pipes and storage would be sufficient, along with a weekly inspection, as the cost of running a heater would be too high and could not be justified if the cabin was unlikely to be used.

In the meantime, Cllr Sedgwick to make enquiries re cost of installing a heater.

Gravel and edging to be done in Spring 2012; Cllr Sedgwick to obtain samples.  Steps up into cabin to be rebuilt as soon as possible, along with box to cover stop cock. Clerk to contact contractor.

5.  Craven District Council

a) Planning Matters:

· Application 15/2011/12309: erection of summerhouse, 6 Low Street
The application was discussed at length, noting the development had probably started before the date given on the application.  The Clerk reported verbally expressed concerns regarding end-use of the building, arising from the apparent style of building construction, using insulted walls, etc.

b) Parish Clerk’s Forum report


The Clerk circulated a copy of the minutes to councillors prior to the meeting; of great concern was the Localism Bill proposal to do away with the local councils’ Code of Conduct, felt to be a retrograde step.

Cllr. Biles requested more information re Bill’s potential effects on parish councils.
